	Description

	Atrial fibrillation
	This is an irregular heart rhythm. It may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.

	Atrial flutter
	This is a fast rhythm that originates from the upper chambers of the heart. It may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.

	Supraventricular ectopy (SVE) / Premature atrial contractions (PACs) / Supraventricular bigeminy / Supraventricular trigeminy / Supraventricular couplets / Supraventricular triplets
	These are heartbeats that come early and originate from the upper chambers of the heart. They may feel like palpitations or “skipping a beat”.


	Supraventricular tachycardia
	This is a fast rhythm that originates from the upper chambers of the heart. It may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.

	Ventricular ectopy (VE) / Premature ventricular contractions (PVCs) / Ventricular bigeminy / Ventricular trigeminy / Ventricular couplets / Ventricular triplets
	These are heartbeats that come early and originate from the lower chambers of the heart. They may feel like palpitations or “skipping a beat”.


	Non-sustained ventricular tachycardia 
	This is a fast rhythm that originates from the lower chambers of the heart. It may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.

	2nd degree AV block, Mobitz I (AV Wenckebach)
	This is an occasional slowing of heart rate due to a drop of a beat in the lower chambers.

	Paced beats

	These are heart beats that originate from a pacemaker device rather than your heart’s own pacemaker.

	Wide QRS tachycardia >120 bpm and sustained for >30 seconds (includes monomorphic ventricular tachycardia, polymorphic ventricular tachycardia, ventricular fibrillation)
	This is a fast rhythm that originates from the lower chambers of the heart and may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.

	Complete heart block

	This is a slow heart beat due to an interruption in the electrical pathway in the heart.

	This is a fast rhythm that originates from the upper chambers of the heart. It may feel like palpitations or “racing heart beats”.
